THE ETERNAL PRESENCE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT   - Luke 1:26-38 & John 14:15-27 ("And I will ask the 
Father and He will give you another Helper, to be with you forever, even the Spirit of truth..."). 

A FRUITFUL LIFE  - Luke 2:1-21 & John 15:1-11 ("I am the vine; you are the branches.  Whoever abides 
in me and I in him, he it is that that bears much fruit..."). 

DIVINE FRIENDSHIP - Matthew 2:1-15 & John 15:12-21 ("Greater love has no one than this, that some-
one lay down his life for his friends.... I have called your friends, for all that I have heard from my Father I 
have made known to you.").
